2.0 Introduction

Socio-economic survey and verification of the affected persons were undertaken to address any such adverse impacts that may emerge during the course of the project implementation. The socio-economic survey is carried and acts as baseline information and provides a cut-off point for eligibility to compensation or assistance for loss of assets. 

As per the Government Notification, The cumulative adverse impacts associated with the acquisition of 15.79 ha of land proposed for Parli sub-station will result in affecting about 40 PAPs/Households who are the owners of the land proposed for acquisition. Out of the 40 PAPs 37 of them reside in the Shepwadi village and 3 of them reside at Ambajogai town. However as per the definition of family unit considering adult married sons as separate family and dependents as separate family under Environmental and Social Policy Procedures (ESPP) of the POWERGRID the Project Affected Families (PAFs) is 80. The detailed socio-economic profile of the affected families is enclosed as Appendix-I.  

2.1
Extent of Impact on the village

It can be seen from the Table 2.1 that about 11.68 percent of the total population in Shepwadi village are affected by the land acquisition. The percentage of the affected households in the village is about 9.09. The total number of PAFs affected is 80. On the whole 308 persons are affected out of the total population of 2636. The average size of the affected household and family is 7.7 and 3.85 respectively.

2.2 Demographic Profile of the Affected Population

Table 2.2 on the demographic features of the affected population shows that the total population affected amongst the 40 households is 308. The average size of the affected households is around 7.7 persons per household. All (100%) the affected households are listed in the voter list and also have ration cards. regard to the sex ratio of the population, it is seen that of the total population around 53 percent are males and around 47 percent are females. Figure 2.1 shows the male/female ratio among the population affected by the sub-station. Among the affected population a majority (60%) of them are found to be adults who are 18 years and above. The incidence of women headed households is very less (only 2 households).

All of the project-affected households belong to Hindu religion. Amongst the total 40 households a majority (90%) represent the Nomadic tribal (NT) community of “Vanjari”. These people come under the “Vimukthi Jatis” or the Ex-criminal tribes because they were branded as criminals by birth under the “Criminal Tribes Act, 1871”, enacted by the British Government. Most of these peoples culture and traditional is similar to the Scheduled tribe population. However, they have been deprived of the status of Scheduled tribes provided by the constitution due to certain historical circumstances and the acts of omission and commission on part of the Government and the society. As per the Government of Maharashtra classification of castes these people come under NT (D) category. The social group for the rest are represented by General castes (2HH) and Other Backward castes (2HH). There are no Scheduled caste or Scheduled Tribes in the Affected Households. (Table 2.3) The analysis of the family type for the affected households showed that a majority (52.50%) of the households are found to live together as a Nuclear family.

The age profile of the total population across various age groups is depicted in Figure 2.2. It is seen from the figure that a  majority of the affected population is evenly distributed among the age groups of 6 to 15 years (27.92%), 16 to 30 years (23.70%) and 31 to 50 years (26.62%).

Gender wise age profile of the affected population is presented in Table 2.4. It is seen from the table that observed across gender the affected population is distributed evenly among all the age groups where in amongst the males a majority falls between 31 to 50 years (27%) and females a majority of them represent age group of 6 to 15 (31%). Population in the age groups of 1-5 and 6-15, a majority are either school going children or those who remain at home helping the family.  And those falling in the age group of above 50 years, a majority of them are dependents on the younger members and bread earners of the family.

2.5 Literacy profile of the affected population

Figure 2.3 on literacy levels shows that of the total population above 5 years of age around 75 percent of them are literate. The education levels however are very moderate where in out total population around 15 percent of them are graduates and around 7 percent of them even post graduates. The education level for others include intermediate (7.53%), High School (13.44%), Middle school (10.22%) and persons who have pursued their education till primary is around 9.14 percent.

2.6 House ownership and other amenities 

Table 2.6 below presents the economic status of the affected families by way of other indicators such as ration card, house ownership and access to other basic facility such as electricity, drinking water, cooking facility. It is seen from the table that a majority (75%) of them are having ration card issued for above poverty level family. However most of them are living in semi pucca houses (55%) and are still dependent on fuel wood (77.50%) for cooking purpose.

2.7 Occupation profile of the affected population
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Fig 2.2:Age profile of the affected 
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When observed across the total working adult population of the affected households around 83 persons (26.94%) are pursuing some or the other occupation.  The remaining 73.06 percent of the population are not pursuing any occupation.  This is because young children, school-going children, aged people and women who are housewives dominate a majority of the population, which does not pursue any occupation. The women folk in the household stay at home and manage household day-to-day chores. Figure 2.4 shows that amongst the total 83 persons a majority (60.24%) are into cultivation, followed by people in Private service (12.5%), Labor (9.64%), Govt Services (8.43%), Business (3.61%), Shop keeping (3.61%) and few are artisan and retired government servants. This shows that most of the population is dependent on agriculture for their livelihood.

2.8 Income levels of the affected Families 
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It is seen from the Figure 2.5 that out of the total 40 households a majority (47.50%) (19 HH) are earning more than 60,000 rupees per annum.  This is followed by 32.50 percent of them earning above 40,000 and up to 60,000 rupees per annum. Out of the rest about 17.50 (7HH) percent are earning between 25,000 to 40,000 per annum and only one of them is found to earn up to 25,000 rupees per annum. The relatively good income level of the affected households is attributed to their getting two crops from the fertile land and also the subsidiary income they get from the dairy activities. Further as some of them are into Business/ Government /Private services and cultivation.  

Table 2.8 below gives an in depth understanding of the income from the various sources for the affected households. It is seen from the table that the most important source of income is cultivation (47.94%) followed by Govt/private services (32%) and animal husbandry (9.33%).

2.9 Average Land Holding; Before and After Acquisition

As per the revenue records with regard to the land holding, the details shown in Table 2.9 indicate a comparative picture of the land owned by the households before and after the acquisition of land for the sub-station. It can be seen from the table that none of them is becoming land less. Out of the 40 affected persons the number of marginal farmers has increased from 6 to 12 (30%) and farmers who own more than 2 ha has decreased from 20 to 15 (37.50%). The total land owned by the affected persons was 129.01 ha and after acquisition it is 113.23 ha with a 12.23 percent reduction in the total holding.

2.10 Asset ownership 

With regard to the domestic asset ownership of the affected household the analysis shows that a majority (60%) own Television, electric fan (57.50%), Scooter/Motor bike (37.50%), Telephone (22.50%), Bicycle (67.50%), LPG stove (20%), and refrigerator (12.50%). The ownership of farm-based implements is found to be low. Only one person is found to have tractor and one person has a lorry. Most of the people for their agricultural activity are found to hire the other farm based implements such as thresher, sprayer and even irrigation pump sets.

Livestock ownership

The details of the livestock ownership among the affected households are presented in the Table 2.10 below. It is seen from the table that of the total 40 households a majority of the households have Bullocks (75%) followed by Buffaloes (70%) and Cows (42.50%). Only 2 HH have Goat/sheep. The table also shows that the average Buffaloes per HH  is 3.61 per household. This income from these also as said earlier contributes considerable to the total household income.

It is seen from the Table 2.12 that around 27 HH (67.5%) have experienced some health problem in their households. A majority (44.44%) are found to be the victims of the nation wide epidemic of Chikungunya. Serious health related problems of arthritis, heart, and kidney related problems were observed in some of the households. In these cases the patient is found to be the Head of the Household.
2.13 Summary of the Socio-Economic Survey Findings

The major findings from the socio-economic survey are summarized below. These factors are given due consideration in the preparation of the rehabilitation action plan.

· The cumulative adverse impacts associated with the acquisition of 15.79 ha proposed for Parli sub-station will result in affecting about 40 households who are the owners of the land proposed for acquisition. The total affected population is 308. Among the affected population a majority (60%) of them are found to be adults who are 18 years and above. 

· All of them belong to Hindu religion and majority represent the nomadic tribal community of Vanjari. Of the total population above 5 years of age around 75 percent of them are literate. 

· Occupation wise out of the total working adult population (26.94%) a majority are into cultivation (60.24%), followed by people in Private service (12.5%), Labor (9.64%), Govt Services (8.43%) and Business/Shop keeping (7.22%).
· Most of them are earning more than 60,000 rupees per annum and only one of them is found to earn up to 25,000 rupees per annum. The relatively good income level of the affected households is attributed to their getting two crops from the fertile land and also the subsidiary income they get from the dairy activities. Further as some of them are into both Business/ Government /Private services and cultivation. 
· All of them have own houses mostly semi pucca houses (55%) and are still dependent on fuel wood (77.50%) for cooking purpose. A majority (75%) of them are having ration card issued for above poverty level family. 
· The domestic asset ownership is seen with a majority own Television , electric fan, Scooter/Motor bike. The livestock ownership is also very high out of 40 households a majority of the households have Bullocks (75%) followed by Buffaloes (70%) and Cows (42.50%). 
· Health wise a majority (44.44%) are found to be the victims of the nation wide epidemic of Chikungunya and some experience serious health related problems of arthritis, heart, and kidney related problems.
