1. Introduction

1.1 POWERGRID Infrastructure Investment Trust (“PGInvIT”/ “Trust”) is an infrastructure investment trust set up by Power Grid Corporation of India Ltd (POWERGRID) as Sponsor, under the SEBI(InvIT) Regulation, 2014 (as amended and supplemented), with IDBI Trusteeship Services Limited as the Trustee and POWERGRID Unchahar Transmission Limited (“PUTL”/ “Company”/ “Investment Manager”), a wholly owned subsidiary of POWERGRID, as the Investment Manager of the Trust. POWERGRID is the Project Manager to the Trust.

1.2 Power Grid Corporation of India Ltd. (hereinafter referred to as ‘POWERGRID’ or ‘Project Manager’) is a public sector undertaking under the administrative control of the Ministry of Power, Govt. of India. POWERGRID was incorporated under the Companies Act, 1956 and the shares of the company are listed on NSE & BSE. 

1.3 PGInvIT intends to engage a Credit Rating Agency for rating of term loan tied up by POWERGRID Infrastructure Investment Trust (PGInvIT) with HDFC Bank. Accordingly, in terms of arrangement between POWERGRID and PUTL, the work associated with tendering activities for ‘Engagement of Credit Rating Agency for rating of term loan tied up by POWERGRID Infrastructure Investment Trust (PGInvIT) with HDFC Bank’ has been entrusted upon POWERGRID.

1.4 Accordingly, POWERGRID has decided to take up the aforesaid works through following Package on behalf of PUTL/PGInvIT:
‘Engagement of Credit Rating Agency for rating of term loan tied up by POWERGRID Infrastructure Investment Trust (PGInvIT) with HDFC Bank’
2. The PGInvIT proposal

PGInvIT has tied up term loan facility with HDFC Bank amounting to 700 Crore (Door to door tenor of 16 Years). POWERGRID on behalf of the Investment Manager intends to appoint Credit Rating Agency for Facility rating of the proposed term Loan. 

2.1 Proposals are hereby invited from the interested firms to carry out the responsibilities and obligations of the Credit Rating Agency to the proposed term loan. 

In case your firm is interested to be considered for the above assignment, you may submit your bid/proposal to the POWERGRID. The terms and conditions with regard to the submission of bid/proposal, scope of work, evaluation/selection process is detailed below:

2.2 This Invitation for Proposals extended through media, website or written communication or by any other means, and issuance of RfP Documents shall not be construed to mean that the prospective Consultants to whom the Invitation for Proposal has been extended and/or RfP Documents have been issued is deemed to be an eligible Consultant. The eligibility of the Consultants shall be determined as per the provisions of RfP Documents.


Note: Notwithstanding the invitation sent to the prospective Consultants, it may be mentioned that responsiveness of Proposals submitted by Consultants shall be determined in line with the provisions of the subject RfP Documents.
3. Scope of Work

The Credit Rating Agency shall be responsible for Credit Rating of the term loan with HDFC Bank. The Scope of Work shall be as under:

i) Initial Rating of Facility of Rs. 700 Crore from HDFC Bank (Facility Rating) with a door to door tenor of 16 years.
ii) Surveillance for two years starting from 1st anniversary of initial Facility Rating.
iii) Any such other work incidental to the above which are customarily performed for transactions of similar nature.
The Initial Rating of Facility shall be completed within 10 calendar days from the date of the award of contract

The process may also involve detailed meetings and discussions with key functionaries of the HDFC Bank and Investment Manager representatives.

4. Consortium bids will not be allowed.

5.
Instructions relating to Submission/Opening of Proposal
5.1
Bidding will be conducted through Limited Competitive Bidding procedures as per the provisions of RfP Documents.

5.2
The complete RfP Documents, have been forwarded to the Bidders through e-mail/hard copy. However, Bidders are required to submit their original proposal in hard copy only in line with the relevant provisions of this subject RfP.
5.3
At any time prior to the deadline for the submission of Proposals, POWERGRID may, for any reason, whether at its own initiative or in response to clarification(s) requested by prospective Bidder(s), modify the RfP documents by amendment(s).

5.4
All prospective Bidders who have received the RfP documents will be notified of the amendments through e-mail/ hard copy.
5.5
In order to allow prospective Bidders reasonable time in which to take the amendments into account in preparing their Proposals, the owner, may at its discretion, extend the deadline for the submission of Proposals.

5.6
A Single Stage Two Envelope Bidding Procedure will be adopted and will proceed as detailed in the RfP Documents.


Proposals must be submitted under Single Stage Two Envelope Proposal procedure at the address given at para 15.0 below at or before 11:00 hours on 06/05/2022. 

First Envelope i.e. Technical Part consisting of various attachments as brought out at sl. no. 5.8(a) below shall be opened on 06/05/2022 in the presence of the Bidders’ representatives who choose to attend in person at the address indicated at sl no 15.0 below at 11:30 hours. The Second Envelope i.e., Price Part of only those Bidders shall be opened who are determined as having submitted substantially responsive Proposal. Second Envelope i.e., Price Part shall be opened (date shall be intimated suitably to all the participating Bidders) in the presence of the Bidders’ representatives who choose to attend at the time and date and at the address given in the intimation for opening of Second Envelope.

Proposal (First Envelope and Second Envelope) must be submitted in physical form at the address given at para 15.0 below at or before 1100 Hrs. 06/05/2022. POWERGRID shall not be responsible for any postal delay in respect of submission of proposals.

Any Bidder from a country which shares a land border with India will be eligible to bid only if the Bidder is registered with the Competent Authority as per order no. F.No.6/18/2019-PPD (Order Public Procurement no.1) dated 23/07/2020 and F.No.6/18/2019-PPD (Order Public Procurement no.2) dated 23/07/2020, issued by Public Procurement Division, Department of Expenditure, Ministry of Finance, Government of India (DoE Order). Registration should be valid at the time of submission of proposals as per Clause 5.6 and at the time of issuance of Notification of Award.


However, the aforesaid condition for registration of Bidders from countries (even if sharing land border with India) shall not be applicable to Bidders from such countries to which Government of India has extended lines of credit or in which Government of India is engaged in development projects.


For the aforesaid purpose,

(i) “Bidder” means any person or firm or company, including any member of a consortium or joint venture (that is an association of several persons, or firms or companies), every artificial juridical persons not falling in any of the descriptions of Bidders stated hereinbefore, including any agency branch or office controlled  by such person, participating in a procurement process

(ii) “Bidder from a country which shares a land border with India” for this purpose means:

a. An entity incorporated, established or registered in such a country; or 

b. A subsidiary of an entity incorporated, established or registered in such a country; or

c. An entity substantially controlled through entities incorporated, established or registered in such a country; or

d. An entity whose beneficial owner is situated in such a country; or

e. An Indian ( or other) agent of such an entity; or

f. A natural person who is a citizen of such a country; or

g. A consortium or joint venture where any member of the consortium or joint venture falls under any of the above

(iii) The beneficial owner for the purpose of (ii) (d) above will be under:

1. 
In case of a company or Limited Liability Partnership, the beneficial owner is the natural person(s), who, whether acting alone or together , or through one or more juridical person, has controlling ownership interests or who exercises control through other means


Explanation-

a. “Controlling ownership interest” means ownership of or entitlement to more than twenty-five percent of shares or capital or profits of the company 

b. “Control” shall include the right to appoint majority of the directors or to control the management or policy decisions including by virtue of their shareholding or management rights or shareholders agreement or voting rights; 

2. 
In case of a partnership firm, the beneficial owner is the natural person(s) who, whether acting alone or together, or through one or more juridical person, has ownership of entitlement to more than fifteen percent of capital or profits of the partnership; 

3.  In case of an unincorporated association or body of individuals, the beneficial owner is the natural person(s), who, whether acting alone or together, or through one or more juridical person, has ownership of or entitlement to more than fifteen percent of the property or capital or profits of such association or body of individuals;

4. Where no natural person is identified under (1) or (2) or (3) above, the beneficial owner is the relevant natural person who holds the position of senior managing official

5. In case of a trust, the identification of beneficial owner(s) shall include identification of the author of the trust, the trustee, the beneficiaries with fifteen percent or more interest in the trust and any other natural person exercising ultimate effective control over the trust through a chain of control or ownership.


An Agent is a person employed to do any act for another, or to represent another in dealings with third person.


Further, the successful Bidder shall not allowed to sub-contract works to any contractor from a country which shares a land border with India unless such contractor is registered with the Competent Authority.


The Bidder shall in its bid submit a certificate in compliance to DoE order as per the given format.

The Credit Rating Agency / Bidder has to be a ‘Class-I local supplier’ as defined under Public Procurement (Preference to Make in India) Order, 2017 issued by Department for promotion of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT), Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Government of India vide order dated 15/06/2017, its revision dated 16/09/2020 (PPP-MII Order) and subsequent modifications/amendments if any.


‘Local Content’ means the amount of value added in India which shall be the total value of the item procured (excluding net domestic indirect taxes) minus the value of imported content in the item (including all customs duties) as a proportion of the total value, in percent.


Presently, the local content requirement to categorize a supplier as ‘Class-I local supplier’ is minimum 50%.


Firms who are not ‘Class-I local supplier’ shall not be eligible to bid.


Further, entities of countries which have been identified by the Nodal Ministry/Department identified under PPP-MII order, as not allowing Indian companies to participate in their Government procurement for any item related to that Nodal Ministry shall not be allowed to participate in bidding for all items related to that Nodal Ministry/Department, except for the list of items published by the Ministry/Department permitting their participation. The term ‘entity’ of a country shall have the same meaning as under the FDI Policy of DPIIT as amended from time to time.


The ‘Class-I local supplier’ shall give a self-certification in his bid in the given format at Annexure-VII, indicating the percentage of Local Content and certifying that the item offered meets the Local Content requirement for ‘Class –I local supplier’ and shall give details of the location(s) at which value addition is made. Any false declaration regarding Local Content by the bidder shall be a transgression of RfP Documents and action shall be taken in line with provisions of the RfP Documents and in line with the provisions of the PPP-MII Order.

(a) Lumpsum Proposal Price or Fee for complete scope of the work as per format given in Annexure-IV of RfP documents, duly completed and signed by the Bidder.

The Bidders shall submit the Price Schedule (Second Envelope Proposal) and Attachments sent to them through e-mail/hard copy as part of the proposal duly filled in the required cells. If the proposal submitted by the Bidders is found different from the files sent to them through e-mail/hard copy, as part of the RfP document or tampered/modified contents, the Bidders may run with risk of rejection of proposal.

Submission of Proposals 


The envelope shall (a) be addressed to the POWERGRID at the address given below at sl no 15.0 below; and (b) bear the package name/title and number indicated in the ‘Request for Proposal’, and the statement “Do Not Open Before 1100 hrs on 06/05/2022 ,”


Bidders may submit any other documents which they consider relevant along with First Envelope. 


All the envelopes shall also indicate the name and address of the Bidders so that the proposal can be returned unopened in case it is declared “late.”


If the envelope is not sealed and marked as required by clause 5.10, POWERGRID will assume no responsibility for the Proposal’s misplacement or premature opening. 


In case the Proposal is received by POWERGRID after the deadline for submission of the same prescribed by POWERGRID in the Sub-Clause 5.6 above, it shall lead to outright rejection of the proposal.

The POWERGRID reserves the sole right to accept or reject any or all the proposals thus received without assigning any reasons thereof.

Clarification of Proposals
During proposal evaluation, the Company may, at its discretion, ask the Bidder for a clarification of its proposal. In case of erroneous/non submission of documents related to/identified in Sub-Clause 5.8(a) above required to be submitted by the Bidder as per the provisions of the RfP Documents, the Company may give the Bidder not more than 02 working day’ notice to rectify/furnish such documents, failing which the proposal shall be rejected. The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing, and no change in the price or substance of the proposal shall be sought, offered or permitted.
6.
Evaluation Process

6.1
The First Envelope of the Bids will be evaluated on the undertakings/documentary evidence required to be submitted for fulfillment all the conditions as mentioned in Sub-Clause 5.8(a) above. 

The Second Envelope of only those Bidders (shortlisted Bidders) will be opened who submit all undertakings/confirmation about fulfillment of the conditions mentioned in Sub-Clause 5.8(a) above. 

The shortlisted Bidders, if they so desire, may remain present at the time of opening of the Financial Proposals. The date and time of opening of the Financial Proposals would be intimated/announced to the shortlisted Bidders. Bids with conditionality will be summarily rejected.

6.2
Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis: 

If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the prices in words shall be taken as the final price for all purposes.
7.
Procedure for Selection of Credit Rating Agency
The Bidder who has quoted the lowest total price shall be appointed as Credit Rating Agency for the Facility rating. In case of tie in the total lowest price, the decision of Company with regard to selection of Credit Rating Agency shall be final.
8.
Requirements for Financial Bids

8.1
The Bidder is required to quote an initial Fee and an annual fee for subsequent years in Indian Rupees (INR) on a lumpsum basis for complete scope of work, as per the format at Annexure-IV. The lumpsum initial and annual fee quoted should not be less that Re. 1/- and should be in the multiple of Re. 1/- thereafter. The fees quoted by the Bidder should be inclusive of all charges except applicable GST, which shall be paid extra as applicable. Taxes should be indicated separately while raising the bills for payment of fee. The fee will be payable in Indian Rupees after successful completion of the transaction. Withholding taxes, as applicable, will be deducted at the time of making payment.

The fee quoted should be unconditional and inclusive of all expenditure. It may be noted that the Bidder cannot prescribe any time limit for validity of the financial bid.
9.
Terms of Payment


The fee for the initial facility rating will be payable in Indian Rupees after submission of the Initial Rating. The annual surveillance fee for the credit rating of the facility for the subsequent years shall be payable after submission of Annual surveillance Rating Report and its acceptance by the Investment Manager of the PGInvIT. Withholding taxes, as applicable, will be deducted at the time of making payment.

Requirement of EMD and CPG : Not Applicable

Sub-contracting of the assignment will not be allowed. The appointed Credit Rating Agency shall be solely responsible for all the required final deliverables.

The Company reserves the right to call off the transaction at any stage without assigning any reason thereof and shall bear no liability whatsoever consequent upon such a decision.

Disputes or differences, if any, arising out of or in connection with the contract shall be to the extent possible settled amicably between the parties.

This assignment shall be governed by the Indian Laws for the time being in force and the Delhi Courts shall have the exclusive jurisdiction.
