It was reported by M/s POWERGRID that land owners were derpandmg additional
compensation towards construction'of these lines and were' not allowing the
construction.

Various meetings were held in the past with landowners, Karnataka Rajya Raitha
Sangha and M/s POWERGRID to settle the issue of compensatmn

Considering various issues raised by the parties, provisions “of Electricity Act,
2003, Telegraph Act, 1885 and importance of these lines- followmg orders were

issued vide ref: MAG(I)/CR/ZSO/ 14-15 dated 8.7.14 under Sectlon 16.0f. Telegraph
Act, 1885.

a. For the four tower structures, the compensatmn amount demded is as given
below:

Category of Structure Compensation Amount
decided

Category A . Rs.2.25 lakhs

Category B . Rs.2.50 lakhs

Category C Rs.3.00 lakhs

Category D ~ | Rs.4.00lakhs ,

b. All the trees which are falling under the transmission line under construction are
considered as Class-1 trees and it is decided to pay the compensation for these
trees in line with the Government notifications/ circulars. Accordingly,

(1) for each Coconut tree — Rs.16,314/-

(2) for each Arecanut tree -Rs.3,728/-

(8) for each Mango tree-Rs.27,862/-

(4) for each Jackfruit Tree- Rs.14,800/-

(5) and for other trees the ratés decided by Government shall be péyable

In addition to this the amount, 10% exgratia shall also be payable. For non-
bearing trees also 10% exgratia shall be payable.

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c. The additional compensation of value Rs.2.00 Lakh per Acre will be paid to land
owners for damages to land during stringing in addition to the compensation for
crop/trees etc.

04: Borewell compensation:

If any borewells under the line suffers damage and if required to be re-located,
the same shall be compensated by M/s POWERGRID based on the assessment
made by Executive Engineer, Zilla Parishad Turmkur / Madhugiri.

05. Joint Measurement Certificate(JVMC):

a) JMC of the land in which the line is constructed by M/s POWERGRID is
required for which a team will be constituted from the office of Deputy
Commissioner. Hence, the land owners are advised to give details of Sy.No.,
area, type & number of trees etc. in which the line is passing to the joint
cormmittee when required.

b) After ]MC, Panchanama needs to be done, then the copies of panchanama,
JMC, certificates issued by respective departments for rates of different trees
are to be issued to respective farmers with receipt of acknowledgement.

POWERCRID.

In the third stage compensation for crops and additional compensation if any
shall be paid for the land in which transmission line passes through.

AOWERGRID has reported that compensation for Stage | & Stage Il is disbursed in
li%e with the above referred orders. However, in respect of compensation payable
sunder Stage Il @ Rs.2 lacs per acre towards the damage during stringing, the
‘dayments can only be disbursed after completion of stringing and on assessment of

7extent of individualrcompensation payable to the respective land owners.

Joor
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POWERGRID approacheq this office for resolution of issues raised by the farmers
who are insisting for disbursement of compensation for damages during stringing in
advance and extent of corridor for the purpose of tree/crop chopping/cutting. Farmers
stopped the works and thtus caused obstruction in execution of construction works.
After meeting both the parties, the issue has been resolved as under:

a) POWERGRID shall deposit the compensation Taluk-wise in the designated
accounts of Asst.Commissioners of respective Taluks through which the above
Transmission lines traverse in advance. The details of designated accounts will be
provided by respective Asst Commissioners of Madhugiri(for Pavagada, Madhugiri
& Koratagere Taiuks) and Tumkur(for Tumkur rural). POWERGRID shall furnish
the proof of deposit to the respective Asst. Commissioners,

b) Asst.Commisioners shall in turn ensure an uninterrupted execution of construction
works of the above transmission lines,

c) The compensation shall be disbursed by respective Asst.Commissioners to the
individual farmers on verification of ownership details after survey & demarcation
and forward the payment details to POWERGRID for reconciliation.

d) For the purpose of tree/crop chopping leutting, the extent of corridor shall be limited
to those trees/crops which are infringing with the vertical/Harizontal electrical
clearance of the transmission line as specified in Central Electricity
_Authority(Measures relating to safety & electric supply) Regulations 2010
(Approximately up to 15mirs on both sides from center of the 400kV D/C line for
horizental clearance and 9.0mtrs from live conductor of the 400KV line for vertical

clearance). In case of tall growing trees like eucalyptus etc .the trees shall be cut
as per site condition. :
